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Transfiguration of Our Lord
February 14, 2021

The Sundays after Epiphany began with Jesus’ baptism and end with three disciples’
vision of his transfiguration. In Mark’s story of Jesus’ baptism, apparently only Jesus
sees the Spirit descending and hears the words from heaven. But now Jesus’ three closest
Jriends hear the same words naming him God’s Beloved. As believers, Paul writes, we are
enabled to see the God-light in Jesus’ face, because the same God who created light in the
Jirst place has shone in our hearts to give us that vision. The light of God’s glory in Jesus
has enlightened us through baptism and shines in us also Jor others to see.

Prayer of the Day

Almighty God, the resplendent light of your truth shines from the mountain-
top into our hearts. Transfigure us by your beloved Son, and illumine the world
with your image, through Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord, who lives and
reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.

First Reading

Today's reading centers on the transfer of power and authority from the prophet Elijah
to Elisha. Their travels, which retrace the path of Joshua back to Moab (the place where
Moses died) and the parting of the waters, demonsirate that Elisha and Elijah are legiti-

mate successors of the great prophet Moses.

Now when the LorD was about to
take Elijah up to heaven by a whirl-
wind, Elijah and Elisha were on
their way from Gilgal. ?Elijah said to
Elisha, “Stay here; for the LorD has
sent me as far as Bethel.” But Elisha
said, “As the Lorp lives, and as you
yourself live, I will not leave you.” So
they went down to Bethel. *The com-
pany of prophets who were in Bethel
came out ta Elisha, and said to him,
“Do you know that today the Lorp
will take your master away from
you?” And he said, “Yes, I know: keep
silent.”

*Elijah said to him, “Elisha, stay
here; for the Lorp has sent me to
Jericho.” But he said, “As the Lorp
lives, and as you yourself live, I will
not leave you.” So they came to

Jericho. *The company of proph-
ets who were at Jericho drew near
to Elisha, and said to him, “Do you
know that today the Lorp will take
your master away from your” And he
answered, “Yes, I know; be silent.”

SThen Elijah said to him, “Stay
here; for the LOorD has sent me to the
Jordan.” But he said, “As the Lorp
lives, and as you yourself live, I will
not leave you.” So the two of them
went on. "Fifty men of the company
of prophets also went, and stood at
some distance from them, as they
both were standing by the Jordan.
*Then Elijah took his mantle and
rolled it up, and struck the water; the
water was parted to the one side and
to the other, until the two of them
crossed on dry ground.

‘When they had crossed, Elijah
said to Elisha, “Tell me what I may do
for you, before I am taken from you.”
Elisha said, “Please let me inherit
a double share of your spirit.” He
responded, “You have asked a hard
thing; yet, if you see me as I am being
taken from you, it will be granted you;
if not, it will not.” 1As they continued

walking and talking, a chariot of fire
and horses of fire separated the two
of them, and Elijah ascended in a
whirlwind into heaven. ?Elisha kept
watching and crying out, “Father,
father! The chariots of Israel and its
horsemen!” But when he could no
longer see him, he grasped his own
clothes and tore them in two pieces.

2 Corinthians 4:3-6

The spotlight of Christian ministry is not on the people who carry out ministry but on the
Lord Jesus Christ. Just as God made light shine af creation, God makes the light of Jesus
Christ shine in our lives through Christian MINESIry.

Even if our gospel is veiled, it is veiled
to those who are perishing. *In their
case the god of this world has blind-
ed the minds of the unbelievers, to
keep them from seeing the light of
the gospel of the glory of Christ, who
is the image of God. *For we do not
proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus

Christ as Lord and ourselves as your
slaves for Jesus’ sake. ®For it is the God
who said, “Let light shine out of dark-
ness,” who has shone in our hearts
to give the light of the knowledge of
the glory of God in the face of Jesus
Christ.

Mark 9:2-9

Marks gospel presents the transfiguration as a preview of what would become apparent to
Jesus’ followers after he rose from the dead. Confused disciples are given a vision of God’s

glory manifest in the beloved Son.

- Six days later, Jesus took with him
Peter and James and John, and led
them up a high mountain apart, by
themselves. And he was transfigured
before them, 3and his clothes be-
came dazzling white, such as no one
on earth could bleach them. *And
there appeared to them Elijah with
Moses, who were talking with Jesus.
*Then Peter said to Jesus, “Rabbi, it
is good for us to be here; let us make
three dwellings, one for you, one for
Moses, and one for Elijah.” ¢He did

not know what to say, for they were ter-
rified. "Then a cloud overshadowed
them, and from the cloud there came
a voice, “This is my Son, the Beloved
listen to him!” Suddenly when they
looked around, they saw no one with
them any more, but only Jesus.

*As they were coming down the
mountain, he ordered them to tell no
one about what they had seen, until
after the Son of Man had risen from
the dead.




The prayers are prepared locally for each
occasion. The following examples may be
adapted or used as appropriate.

Guided by Christ made known to the
nations, let us offer our prayers for
the church, the world, and all people
in need.

and security guards, attorneys and.

advocates, civil servants and leaders
of governments, that they witness to
mercy and justice throughout the
world, let us pray.

Have mercy, O God.

Preparing for Next Week

For all who suffer this day (especially),
that Christ our healer transform
sickness into health, loneliness into
companionship, bereavement into
consolation, and suffering into peace,
let us pray.

Have mercy, O God.

For companions on life’s journey in
this worshiping community, for loved
ones who cannot be with us this day,
and for guidance during struggles
we face, that God’s glory is revealed
around and among us, let us pray.
Have mercy, O God.

Here other intercessions may be offered.

In thanksgiving for the faithful de-
parted who now rest from their earthly
pilgrimage (especially missionaries Cyril
and Methodius), that their lives of
service and prayer inspire us in our
living, let us pray.

Have mercy, O God.

Merciful God, hear the prayers of
your people, spoken or silent, for the
sake of the one who dwells among us,
your Son, Jesus Christ our Savior.
Amen.
